To Whom It May Concern:

Further to the June 24th submission to YESAB on the above project (document 049-01) the Yukon Conservation Society has the following additional comments. These are based on the proponent’s submission of July 2nd, Access Route Revision (document 054-01):

There is mention made of potentially using the NWTel access road near Wildhorse Creek as the preferred option. This raises the following questions:

· Is there adequate room to load/unload trucks? The NWTel road leads from the Dempster Highway to the fenced, gated and locked NWTel compound. There appears to be some room to turn a vehicle around at the NWTel compound but is it adequate to load/unload trucks? 
· If there isn’t adequate room, will the proponent be forced to leave the raised gravel roadbed and instead be on the natural ground? If this is the case, what mitigative measures will be taken to ensure the ground is not disturbed? 
· Has NWTel been informed about this proposed project and have they granted approval for use of their access road?

It would appear that the proposed helicopter access route leads over Grizzly Creek hiking trail. It also shows the helicopter route leading from the Dempster Highway. This raises the following questions:
· what mitigative measures will be taken to lessen the impacts from the noise of repeated overflights by helicopters on hikers going to and from the Grizzly Lake region? 
· Is there an appropriately sized helicopter staging area (for loading, unloading and refueling) near the Robert Service Creek region?
